NC HIT Collaborative Review Criteria for Beacon Community Applicants

1. Does application represent a geographic healthcare community (see definition in FOA)?
a. Is one lead organization indicated?
2.  Does applicant organization and/or partners possess expertise in the described core competencies:

a. EHR or HIE
b. Practice redesign and care coordination
c. Evaluation, performance monitoring and feedback
3.  Does the geographic region that is proposed to be represented by applicant possess an advanced rate of EHR adoption:  40% for physicians; 20% for hospitals?
4.  Does applicant organization and/or partners possess an advanced rate of HIE capabilities:  20% of providers use existing HIE services as they relate to meaningful use and for care coordination?
5. Does the applicant:
· Adequately describe goals that directly targets both Beacon community program goals? 
· Are the proposed goals viable and justified?
· Describe a strategy for coordinating with the NC HIE & REC strategies?

· Describe a plan to leverage HIT to advance community-level care coordination, quality monitoring, and feedback?

· Describe process and outcome objectives?

· Describe a viable measurement plan and benchmark metrics?

· Target rural community, minority or other underserved populations’ health needs?

· Include collaboration with CCNC?
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
